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With evictions, step with great care!
This is not simply a platitude. As an attorney, I have seen Courts throw property owners and managers out of Court because they did not follow all the precise, exact steps required under the complex eviction laws of Maine. When a person misses a step, the owner or manager must start the process over ...Well, you all know what that can mean!

Not only is the process complex, but our Legislature changes the laws regarding evictions on occasion. In other words, a process or form you may have relied upon in the past might no longer be useful or valid. In fact, use of out of date forms or processes CAN WELL LEAD TO THE DISMISSAL OF YOUR EVICTION!

We advise that you always consult with legal counsel concerning a problem tenancy. In the Portland area, we refer clients and friends to David Chamberlin, Esq. due to his expertise in the field. There are other capable attorneys in the area as well who can assure that all steps in the eviction process are followed according to law.

Yes, counsel fees are a cost ...but the cost of missing a step, of having to start over, will far, far exceed the fees of skilled counsel.

In the past, Tenant-Net, as a courtesy, has provided its friends and customers sample guide forms concerning the eviction process ...forms such as a "30 day" notice to quit, etc. We strongly recommend you use these solely for the purposes of understanding the eviction process. We do not recommend you use any of these forms for delivery or service upon a problem Tenant. Any form you provide a Tenant should be reviewed by an attorney to assure it meets the current requirements of Maine Law.
